Please call Lisa Hansen at 
925.698.3509 for availability.  The 
Chapel and Social Hall are available by 
the hour or by the day.  There is a 
$1000 security deposit required for all 
functions at the time your application is 
submitted.  You can print an application 
online at cpcpittsburg.org, under “Rental 
Info”, or receive one from our Event 
Coordinator Secretary.  The deposit will 
be returned after the event, provided 
there is no damage to the grounds and 
furnishings.   
 
Clean-up: Renters are required to leave 
the building clean. Kitchen utensils 
should be washed and returned.  There 
is a mandatory custodial fee, which 
includes putting away the tables and 
chairs, sweeping, mopping, and 
restroom cleaning.  All garbage must be 
removed from the premises or there will 
be an extra charge.

We want your group to have the best 
experience possible at CPC Pittsburg. 
For this reason if you wish to serve 
wine and beer at your event, we ask 
that you provide proof of liability 
insurance coverage and contract with 
a security company to have 3 Security 
Officers present.  Alcoholic beverages 
are limited to the Social Hall.  Smoking 
is not allowed in or around any of the 
buildings. 

 

 
 

The use of the Kitchen includes the 
use of the refrigerator, freezer, range, 
microwave ovens, and serving area.  
The Social Hall has a piano, a small 
stage, and tables and chairs for 225. 
In courtesy to our neighbors, music 
may be played before 10:30 pm with 
the outside doors closed.   
 
Renters must provide their own 
disposable plates, cups, flatware, 
condiments, garbage bags, paper 
towels, dish towels, etc.  CPC is an 
earth friendly church that recycles as 
much as possible, and asks those who 
rent the church to use our recycling 
receptacles.
