The following services will be provided by the wedding coordinator;

. Meet with the couple to review wedding plans and, if requested, to suggest
resources for flowers, photographers, caterers, etc.

. Opening the building and facilitating the Wedding Rehearsal.

. Make arrangements with your florist to open the church for delivery of flowers.

. Supervise and coordinate the rehearsal including seating, processional, PA
system, etc.

. Coordinate the arrival of the wedding party, distribute flowers, assist with seating
and the coordination of events prior to and during the service.

. Supervise the re-arrangement of the chapel furnishings and secure the building
after the service.



General Information, Procedures, and Conditions of Chapel Rental:

* The Chapel has 22 pews, each seating 10
people. Some additional chairs may be set
up if needed but must not interfere with the
emergency exits. The balcony can
accommodate up to 40 more guests.

* You may use the cordless PA system.

* There are two tall candelabras that hold five
dripless candles. If you wish to use the candelabras, you must provide the
candles.

* The wall sconces are not to be used for lit candles.

* Decorations are to be simple and tasteful. The wedding coordinator may
refuse the display of improper decorations.

* Guests may throw flower petals, birdseed, or confetti outside the chapel.
Rice is not permitted.

* Only glass enclosed candles are permitted.

* Nails and/or tacks are not allowed. You may use paint tape, and all
decorations must be removed from walls completely.

* Remove all decorations and litter from room and from surrounding church
grounds before leaving.

* A security guard will be required if alcohol will be served in the Social Hall.
