Dear Friends, 
 

On February 7th, we had our first 
Shared Ministry Joint Worship 
Service at CPC as we welcomed 
our sisters and brothers from First 
Congregational Church in 
Antioch.  It was a full house, with 
a fuller choir and plenty of voices 
filling the Stoneman Chapel with 
our singing.  Rev. Christy Parks-
Ramage gave a great message 
about the import of the moment, 
saying, ÒNo matter what the 
future holds for us, we will be 
friends.Ó   
 
As we continue to discern whether 
God is calling us to be one church 
family, we at CPC are studying 
about the More Light Presbyterian 
movement, which is the closest 
thing there is to the Open and 
Affirming (ONA) designation of 
welcome in the United Church of 
Christ.   
 
Related to the radical hospitality of 
declaring a church ONA are two 
other designations that are just as 
important.  The UCC has also 
declared itself a Multiracial and 
Multicultural (MM) church and has 
encouraged churches to think 
about their Accessibility to All 
(A2A).  At CPC, we have been 
living into the Presbyterian 
ChurchÕs call to being a 
multicultural church through the 
inclusion of music and cultural 
traditions of our diverse 
membership.  Sunday, Feb. 28th 
our Alternative Worship Service will 
be a recognition of Black History
